In actuality their are more choices, and these choices
were removed from womyn in the early 1930's through marketing and propaganda that these
new disposible products were better for our health, since they are thought of as
sterile products when in reality they are far from it. Yet this idea seems very appealing, in
our modern day 21st century, this is not only taking tons of space in our landfills and
sewage systems (as the majority of these mainstream products are not biodegradeable since
they are made of plastic and synthetic materials and not cotton as we are thought to believe)
but they are really harming our health! Companies aren't even obligated (by the FDA) to place
an ingredients list on their packaging. The majority of tampons are made of synthetic materials
like rayon with cotton that has been heavily treated with pesticides, they are bleached, and some
include added fragrances. All of which can lead to cuts, tears, irritation, allergies, and infections
in the vagina which is not healthy. Pads are also made of synthetic materials like plastics,
pesticide treated cotton, and bleached, creating a hot, irritating, sweaty environment where bacteria
and infection can harbor and breed due to the constant rubbing of plastic on the external genitals.
Nevertheless, women can use "tampon like" internal alternatives such as the menstrual cup

Diapers: Parents change children's diapers humerous times a day, every 5-6 hours. In an
environmental point of view, this is not good when most of the diapers sold in supermarkets
and drugstores are made out of plastics and thus is not biodegradable. Also, because it uses
synthetic materials and bleached cotton this can irritate the babies bottom and frequent
diaper changes can leave a baby's bottom irritated and chapped, which can be a culprit to
diaper rash.Therefore, various families have opted for recycable diapers/nappies, made
out of 100% cotton and/or chlorine free. Thus being a more comfortable and safer
material for the babies sensitive skin and have a less impact on the environment since
they can be rewashed and used again and again. on the contrary, questions have been
raised that their is a bigger impact from using recycable cloth diapers as they waste a
lot of water in the process of laundering them properly.
