The Chancellor's Doctoral Initiative Program (CDIP) is a
funding opportunity for promising doctoral students
seeking future CSU instructional faculty positions. CDIP
provides loans up to $30,000 for any purpose to support
the recipient's doctoral studies, integrates faculty
mentoring through collaborative research, teaching and
service activities, and provides additional mini-grants to
fund conference and workshop attendance.

Become a Sally Casanova Scholar with the California Pre-
Doctoral Program, a program aiming to increase the
potential faculty pool for the CSU and supports doctoral
(PhD) aspirations of CSU students who have experienced
economic or educational disadvantages. This program
provides a $3000 scholarship to travel to conferences,
assist with application and transcript fees, and provide
funding for research materials.
