Important Evacuation Drill Points
As many of  you have noticed evacuation maps have been 
posted around the elevators. University Police would like 
to advise members of  the Irvine campus that the north 
east corner of  the parking lot where Barranca and Ban-
ting intersect is the area where everyone should evacuate 
in case of  an emergency.  It is important that all faculty 
and staff  know where this is so that they can direct 
students correctly.
Now that we are settled into this new building, we are 
currently working with Emergency Management to set-up 
the Building Marshal Program and establish our evacua-
tion policies. Faculty and staff  should be familiar with the 
general evacuation guidelines stated in 
http://emergencypreparedness.fullerton.edu/Evacuations.htm.  Most 
classrooms will receive a message via their room phones 
indicating the need to evacuate. Please remember April 
12, 2011 is the date slated for our first campus Evacua-
tion Drill.
CSUF Irvine Parking Issues
It is very important that faculty aid us in efforts to be 
“good neighbors” to our surrounding businesses and at 
the same time, prevent our students from having to pay 
needless towing fees.  University Police has received 
complaints from neighboring businesses that students are 
parking in their lots.  Students are parking in the Wells 
Fargo parking structure, as well as Alcoa, Cannon and 
Toyota parking lots. Security personnel for these busi-
nesses are concerned that their parking is very limited 
and is reserved for their employees.  They are concerned 

that their employees cannot find parking because CSUF 
student vehicles are occupying their parking spots. They 
have begun towing student vehicles and will continue to 
do so until CSUF students no longer park in their lots. 
University PD feels it is very important to maintain good 
relations with our neighbors since our students have been 
advised about our parking policies.
Campus Safety Tips 
As we have all settled into the new building it is impor-
tant that we all stick to good safety precautions in order 
to prevent victimization.  
•  Please be sure to keep all car windows completely 
closed when you leave you vehicle parked in the lots.  
•  Remove any valuable items from plain view in your car.
•  Never leave your personal items unattended while on 
campus.
•  Buddy up when walking out to the lots.
•  Please report any crimes to University Police.
•  Return found property to University Police Lost & 
Found.
•  Be a good witness. Relay suspect or vehicle description 
when reporting a crime to dispatch. Give license plate, 
vehicle make, model, color or good suspect information.

     Currently enrolled CSUF students are eligible to use the center for no additional fee. Irvine campus faculty and staff, 
university Auxiliary Services Corporation staff, Associated Students, CSUF, Inc. staff, students enrolled through the 
university’s Extended Education program, and Irvine Valley Community College students (taking classes at the CSUF Irvine 
Campus) are also eligible to use the center by purchasing a membership for only $60 per academic session or $180 annually.
     Fitness towels are provided and larger shower towels are available for $1 per visit or $10 per academic session. Those 
using the fitness center are advised to bring their own padlock to safeguard personal items in the lockers provided.
