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Promoting Student Engagement Opportunities at Branch Campuses

The CSU system is well-known for developing strong 
academic programs to serve students who are termed 
“commuters,” many who completed lower-division work 
at local community colleges before transferring to com-
plete baccalaureate degrees.  Branch campuses serve an 
even more select community of  “commuters.”  Our 
branch campuses have considerably fewer majors and lack 
many of  the extramural amenities available at “main” cam-
puses.  
     Despite these drawbacks, branch campuses have been 
an integral part of  the CSU system since the early 1960’s 
and are a great vehicle for spreading opportunities to join 
our academic enterprise for populations who have diffi-
culty getting to and from our main CSU campuses. 
     Our recent move to “more modern facilities” provides 
CSUF another opportunity to make student experiences at 
the Irvine Campus unique and personal for every scholar 
here.  The strengths of  our branch campuses are many: 
smaller class sizes, increased interaction between students 
and faculty, very clear access to campus administrators, 
and reduced parking anxieties are just a few.  The term 
commuter campus suggests a low level of  involvement 
outside of  the classroom.  We know this to be patently 
untrue; our students are engaged in group projects and 
other exercises that provide subject-area interactions 
outside of  our classes.  
  We want to promote greater student interaction, 
increased involvement in planning student activities and 
other student directed programs at Cal State Fullerton 
Irvine Campus.  Student Services staff  members here 
stand ready to aid students in developing activities that 
increase rates of  graduation; our library staff  here have 
more opportunities to work one-on-one with students and 
faculty and provide other services to entire classes. 

   Faculty willingness to engage students in extramural 
academic activities that support continued development of  
our branch campus atmosphere is necessary to push the 
campus to a higher level of  productive student engagement.  
Chris Axtell’s Business Administration classes have been 
working on several IRVC related projects throughout the 
past four semesters as have Amy Manfrini’s Human 
Services classes.  Axtell’s class has provided an extensive set 
of  recommendations to increase campus visibility in our 
new location while at the same time developing projects to 
provide our students with “special services and prices” at 
local businesses.  Amy Manfrini’s class is responsible for 
developing a student organization that provides material 
assistance to other students called CARING SHOS 
(Students Helping Other Students).  Administration at the 
Irvine Campus is seeking more of  these creative endeavors 
by our scholars supported by our faculty here.
     Branch campuses typically attempt to grow using majors 
with the highest demands at the main campus and replicat-
ing them at the branch location. Human Services, Business 
Administration, Communications and Education related 
majors have been mainstays at the CSUF Branch campus 
since 1989.    We invite our faculty colleagues to look 
beyond this typical method of  program development to 
determine if  we might offer clusters of  classes that lead to 
“special projects” or combinations of  current majors, or 
other new academic enterprises.  
     The “Legacy Speakers” series is our current vehicle.  The 
Legacy program was developed to increase student aware-
ness and participation in activities that promote a higher 
sense of  civic engagement and cultural inclusion.  Inter-
ested faculty members can contact Dean Susan M. Cooper, 
Director, Chuck Moore, or Asst. Dean Marsha Daughetee 
for more information about this opportunity.
